Variety of restaurants within a few miles including fast food, local Southern
family style cooking, American bistro, Mexican, Chinese, Indian and seafood,
plus a wide range of restaurants in the near vicinity.

Shopping centers, movie theaters and other entertainment nearby.

Adjacent to the major East-West Interstate highway (I-20), near two Interstate
highways (I-26, I-77) and a short drive from two additional major North-
South interstates (I-85 and 1-95).

Major airport served by 6 airlines (Delta, United, USAir, Continental,
Northwest, and Independence).
